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 Quite unexpectedly, this third week of April has proved 
to be one of the highlights of my life.  My oldest son, Miles, 
turned four on the 18th.  It was a day he was anticipating, 
because after his birthday, his grandparents would be 
coming to spend a week with him.  I was looking forward to 
the milestone for another reason. 
 Miles and I like riding bikes.  During the past couple 
months it became increasingly clear to me that Miles did 
not need the training wheels on his.  Their primary role was 
that of a cumbersome kickstand -- they kept his bike 
vertical when it was stationary.  When Miles was riding, the 
training wheels were a non-factor.  Like Dumbo’s feather, 
their contribution was primarily psychological.  Sometime in 
early March, I asked if we could take them off.  He instantly 
protested, so I suggested that we remove them when he 
turns four.  He liked this idea; it was so distant to his three-year-old mind that it was not even risky.  
Naturally, his balance continued to improve as his birthday approached.  I would regularly ask him if we 
could try it once without the trainers.  His response was always, “When I turn four, Dad.”  I think I was more 
eager for this, his fourth birthday, than I ever was any of my own.  
 On the morning of his birthday, he announced to Karen as a matter of fact that this was the day he 
would remove his training wheels.  Later that day, we did.  And I haven’t stop smiling since.  I never 
doubted that he would stay upright while in motion, but I never dreamed he would be so proficient at 
starting and stopping.  I anticipated skinned palms and bruised egos, pep talks and bribes, and several 
weeks of pushing him through soft grassy fields.  Instead, in a matter of minutes, he was cruising up and 
down the street in front of our house.  I would love to take credit for his success; but I am simply baffled by 
the ease of the transition.  I am as proud as a father can possibly be, and humbled by the recognition of my 
role in the process. 
 Many parents in this church are going to find themselves in a similar place in coming weeks.  Their 
child will be marching to “Pomp and Circumstance” and throwing their cap into the air.  For some, this next 
year will be full of skinned palms and bruised egos, pep talks and bribes.  Others will simply marvel at how 
their child was in fact prepared for this step.  Graduation is a thrilling milestone.  The next phase of life will 
be unnaturally easy for some; for others, it will be exceedingly difficult.  For all, we need to remember this:  
graduation is a conclusion to high school; it is not an ending to participation in church and especially not an 
ending to parents as the primary spiritual mentor in their child’s life.  Parents, your graduate needs your 
accountability, they need the tough questions now, more than ever. 
 Miles has new freedom without the training wheels -- he is braver and faster, and frankly, has an even 
greater risk of serious, serious injury.  More than ever, Miles needs my encouragement to be aware of his 
surroundings, to be cautious at intersection and conscientious of pedestrians.  He will not ask for this input 
— he’d rather ride off and leave me behind.  However, for the sake of his future and his life, I will impose 
this guidance.  While I celebrate this milestone, I will not neglect my responsibility in coming years. 
 Scripture is clear; parents, we are the primary disciple-maker of our children. Deuteronomy 4:5-7 and 
20-21 says,  Love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength. 
These commandments that I give you today are to be on your hearts. Impress them on your children.  Talk 
about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get 
up...  In the future, when your children ask you, ‘What is the meaning of the stipulations, decrees and laws 
the LORD our God has commanded you?’ tell them: ‘We were slaves [to sin], but the LORD [rescued us] 
with a mighty hand.’

God promises to forgive and forget our sins, but he also commands us to do the same thing for people who hurt us. 
 

Use these teachable moments with your kids…   
 

Practice Sincere Apologies—Learning to apologize takes practice. Help children learn to say they’re sorry through 

nonverbal means (drawing a picture, giving a hug, etc.). During family prayers, practice saying, “I’m sorry.” Admit 

to Jesus that we make mistakes and are sorry; then ask for forgiveness together. 
 

Find Healing—Read aloud Psalm 32:1-7.  Discuss what caused David’s heart to be sick and how he got rid of it. 

Talk about times you’ve felt bad after doing something wrong.  Say: “When we confess our sins and tell God we’re 

sorry, he forgives us and makes our hearts well.” 
 

Be an Example—When you do something wrong, let children see you apologize. Be specific about what you’re 

apologizing for, and ask for forgiveness.

                      Live As Forgiven and Forgiving People 

 

 God created us perfect, in his image.  But after sin entered the world, we needed a Savior.  The good news of 

Easter is that Jesus died on the cross for our sins and then rose again.  Because of his victory, we can have the free 

gifts of forgiveness and eternal life. 

 As forgiven people, God tells us to extend forgiveness to others who wrong us.  That can be tougher than it 

sounds, especially when an offender doesn’t seem repentant.  But God will work on our hearts and give us a desire 

to forgive when we ask him for help. 

 Here are some insights about forgiveness from God and for others: 

Children first learn what forgiveness is by experiencing it firsthand.  As kids experience the feeling of being 

forgiven, they can begin to forgive those around them.  Eventually compassion will compel them to forgive as Christ 

calls them to—whether or not the people who hurt them are sorry. 

Forgiveness is more than just saying “I’m sorry.”  Forgiveness costs us something, just as it cost Christ dearly 

on the cross.  When we forgive someone, we resist our urge to retaliate, to get even, to make someone pay for 

their mistakes.  We become vulnerable as we allow that person back into our lives. And that’s a big part of loving 

others.  

 As you help children understand forgiveness, let them know that they can fully experience Jesus’ gift of forgive-

ness when they obey his command to forgive.  
 

           Parenting Insights 

Because forgiveness is an abstract concept, children may have difficulty grasping it. Here’s how their thinking develops: 

Ages 3 to 5  * These children are concrete thinkers who understand life in literal terms. Ask questions to help kids 

make connections.  Show forgiveness to a repentant child with hugs and smiles. Say, “I love you. I forgive you.” 

Ages 6 to 8  *  Children this age are connecting new ideas to old information.  Help them make associations.  Model          

 a relational Christianity, showing kindness. 

Ages 9 to 12 *  Some kids can now think abstractly.  Older kids learn best by applying abstract concepts to familiar 

experiences. Let kids ask questions, and value their ideas.

Shawls for Our Sisters 
 
 YOUR help is needed in preparing 
some very special worship materials!  
Prayer shawls are needed to use 
during worship at Triennial XIII (July 
22-25 in Washington, DC) , and they 
are looking for women in Covenant 
churches to create them.  Do you knit 
or crochet – can you provide a prayer 
shawl?   
 
 Here are the general guidelines: 
• the shawls can be knitted, crocheted or woven. 
• the shawl provider is to donate the yarn, shawl, and the cost 

of shipping the shawl to the clearing house. 
• yarn should be lighter weight yarn -- sport, DK, sock, or lace 

weight yarn.  Fabric should be light weight; think "summer 
weight" for the hot, muggy DC summer weather. 

• yarn or fabric that requires special care (hand washing, 
drying flat, etc.) is permissible, as long as a tag with care 
instructions is included, tied or pinned onto the shawl. 

• shawls can be "fancier" than everyday. 
• shawls should be our "best, most creative" work. 
• any feminine colors are acceptable. 
• embellishing the shawl with beads, sequins, or other 

ornamentation is  perfectly fine. 
• a tag with the name of the woman who made it, the name of 

her church, and its city and state should be tied or pinned 
onto each shawl. 

• shawls should be sent in "finished" -- meaning that all 
blocking, weaving in of ends, and finishing are completed. 

• a church may wish to make a shawl as a group project - with 
several people knitting or crocheting on it. 

• all shawls need to be sent in to the "clearing house" by June 
1, 2010 so they may be shipped to Triennial in plenty of time. 
The Crafty Angels of Edgebrook Covenant Church in 
Chicago will be serving as the clearing house for incoming 
shawls.  Photos of them will be taken to put up on the Crafty

Missionary Visit 

 Paul and Sheryl Noren will be here with us at Faith Covenant on 
Sunday, May 16th.  The Norens were commissioned as career 
missionaries by the Department of World Mission of the Evangelical 
Covenant Church in 1989.  Previously, they had worked for 10 years in 
Zaire, now Congo, in cooperation with the Paul Carlson Medical Program. 
 During their most recent term, Paul and Sheryl served in Yaounde, 
Cameroon as host parents for 12 teenagers attending the Rain Forest 
International School, while the students’ parents served as missionaries in 
Cameroon, Chad, Central African Republic, Gabon and Equatorial 
Guinea. 
 The Norens are excited about returning to Congo, where they will 
work in partnership with the Congolese Church.  Paul will serve in the 
areas of development and agriculture while Sheryl will be involved with 
medical supply services and ministries for women and children. 
 

Kentucky Mission Trip 
 Over the past couple of years Jane Lenhart has gone to Kentucky on 
a dental mission trip to the Kentucky Mountain Mission, near Beattyville, 
Kentucky.  Jane goes to treat people with dental problems and teach 
them about basic dental hygiene.  I always thought this a great thing to do 
and that I would love to participate.  This year I decided to try to go with 
her, although I am not in the dental field.  Jane mentioned to Diana Smith, 
the program coordinator, that I am a seamstress and then she e-mailed 
me to say that the boys cabins needed curtains - 18 windows!  I was 
amazed. 
     We flew to Lexington, then had a car drive of 1 1/2 hours into the 
mountains east of Lexington, where there is no work, no cell phones, 
nothing.  We arrived on Friday afternoon, claimed our bunk bed sleeping 
quarters, and then had an evening meal, after which everyone either 
helped set up or went for a walk.  Jane started to work on a patient and I 
started cutting out the panels for the curtains.  Over the weekend I 
completed all 18 pairs of curtains, with the help of one or two people who 
came and went as they had time.  I even found time to make a cape for a 
young public school teacher who teaches special needs children how to 
read. 
      Although our trip was hard work and we both fell into bed by 9:30 
each evening, I found the experience wonderful and am very grateful to 
Faith Covenant Church for the chance to serve the people in Kentucky in 
this way.  Thank you!  ~ Sue Elliott 
 
 It was just a delight to have Sue join us this year at the KMM. We had 
great times of sharing while traveling, especially enjoying the rocking 
chairs at the Charlotte, NC airport in between flights. Although Sue didn't 
have experience with the dental part of the mission, she did help with 
cleaning dental units in between patients (only after she finished all those 
curtains!) 
 Since we had only two dentists and two hygienists serving in the 
dental mission this year, we saw less than half of the patients compared 
to previous years.  The people of this remote mountain area have huge 
dental needs, very little income, and they are very appreciative when we 
come.  Not only did they receive free dental care, but they also heard the 
Good News of Jesus Christ.  That's the best part!  The spiritual seeds 
were planted with their souls in mind. Praise God!
